Internet Prayer Pgm

APRIL 2010

Our Council membership has been invited to participate in a new
method of offering daily prayer. Council #5845 will serve as the pilot
group to receive daily prayer via the Internet. Six Seminarians affili-
ated with Holy Name of Jesus Community, also receiving financial
support from the Council, collectively believe that prayer is the most
devout homage a family can pay the Blessed Trinity of our Catholic
faith. They have studied and identified a void in family daily prayer.
To address this situation they have designed a ministry to use state-of-
the-art technologies. Thus was borne the Daily Prayer Ministry
(DPM).

To explain the project in detail will require three Newsletter install-
ments . This first month is merely an overview announcing the con-
cept of the prayer system. The second installment/April 2010 will
provide a history of the development that created a unique project to
distribute daily prayer via the Internet to the faithful. The final in-
stallment in May will discuss the implementation results of the Internet
Prayer Program (IPP) and the vision the three Seminarian manage-
ment groups have going forward.

The Seminarians pioneering this inspiring operating venue of prayer
is to reinvest family worship in the home.

Dear Bishop Verot Council of Holy Name of Jesus,
Thank you so much for all of your prayers and support.

My parents sent me your questions, and I am delighted to answer them and am apologetic
for the delay!

Prior to entering the convent of the Sisters of Life, I was an Interpersonal Communications
Major at the University of Central Florida. I was active in Catholic Campus Ministries and
the Students for Life Club on campus. After graduation in December 2006, I began working
for the Diocese of Orlando Respect Life Office. There, I helped bring Monsignor Reilly, foun-
der of the Helpers of God's Precious Infants, to give a training presentation on his loving ap-
proach to prayer and sidewalk counseling outside of abortion clinics. After, we began
holding monthly vigils, alternating between each of the nine abortion clinics in the Diocese.
I helped to organize a workshop on Post-Abortion Healing for the continuing education of
counselors and nurses.

DUTIES OF COUNCIL OFFICERS
GRAND KNIGHT

The Grand Knight is responsible for the overall welfare of
the council. His duties include the following: Acting as and
ex officio member of all committees; appointing member-
ship and program directors and working with them on the
selection of Service Program activities chairmen and mem-
bership recruitment and retention chairmen; convening
officers for a monthly meeting; appointing special commit-
tees not mandated by the laws of the council; overseeing the
proper exemplification of the First Degree; and finally, mak-
ing sure all reports and reporting forms required by the
state or Supreme Council offices are submitted on time.

Anot her area is overseei
admission committee. The Grand Knight monitors their
work and makes sure their results are in line with the laws
governing the actions of the committee.

The Grand Knight also interacts with the financial sec-
retary and treasurer to insure the council is meeting its fi-
nancial obligations to the Supreme and state council and
others. He countersigns all orders and checks drawn. He
reads vouchers from the financial secretary of moneys paid
to the treasurer and of moneys deposited in the bank.

He is also a member of the Advisory Board charged
with general supervision of a Columbian Squires Circle
sponsored by his council.

DEPUTY GRAND KNIGHT

The Deputy Grand Knight shall preside in the absence or
inability of the Grand Knight and execute all the duties of
said Grand Knight. He shall perform such other duties as
the Order may impose. In the absence of the Grand Knight
and Deputy Grand Knight, then the duty of presiding at a
meeting of the council shall devolve on the other officers of
the council in the order in which they are named in Section
126 after the Deputy Grand Knight.

CHANCELLOR

The Chancellor shall assist the Grand Knight and the Dep-
uty Grand Knight in the performance of their duties and shall
take charge of the council during the incapacity or extended
absence of both. He shall be charged with the total partici-
pation of the membership in the activities of the council sub-
ject to the approval of the Grand Knight he shall institute a
program to develop the availability and interest of the mem-
bers in the specific activities of the council and refer his
findings to the Grand Knight. He shall exercise a special
interest in new members and those members who are sick
or in distress. He shall perform such other duties as the
Grand Knight directs.

RECORDER

The Recorder shall keep a true record of the doings of his council upon books approved by the Board of Directors and
furnished by the Supreme Secretary at the expense of the council; conduct all correspondence of council and perform
such duties as the council or Order may direct.

TREASURER

The treasurer is in charge of handling all council funds. He receives money from the financial secretary and issues a
receipt. He also deposits all money in the proper council accounts and provides a voucher of deposit to the Grand
Knight for each deposit.

Heds al so responsible for issuing payments to the Supr eme
all orders of the council.

The treasurer is responsible for keeping accurate accounts of the moneys in general expense fund of the council and
the amount of money in any special funds established by the council. He must be able to provide up to date records on
these accounts to the Grand Knight, Financial Secretary, and Board of Trustees.

ADVOCATE

The Advocate shall be the attorney of the council in case of trial and investigation of any matter whatsoever of interest to
the council.

WARDEN

The Warden is responsible for supervising and maintaining most council property, except that which belongs to the
financial secretary and keep the same in proper condition for the meeting of his council. He shall instruct his guards in
their duties and appoint the same at pleasure, and perform such other duties as may be imposed by his council.

GUARDS

The Inside Guard shall attend the entrance to the council chamber, through its inner door; and the Outside Guard,
the entrance through the outer door; and each shall perform such other duties as may be imposed by the council.

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

The Board of Trustees consists of the Grand Knight and three members elected by the council. The Grand Knight
shall be its chairman. Trustees supervise all financial business of the council and their approval shall be necessary for
the payment of all moneys except Benefit Fund moneys and demands of the Supreme Council or Board of Directors or
state council, and the regular and usual stated payments of the council, and payments authorized by the council after
notice and vote in accordance with Section 122. They serve as auditors for the semiannual audits and oversee the work
of the financial secretary and treasurer. They shall perform such other duties as their council or the District Deputy or
the officers of the Order may direct.
