Church teaches us that Jesus conferred Apostleship 
on all of us, and that we òderive the right and duty to 
the Apostalate.ó  The question that now begs is òhow 

am I responding to this responsibility.ó 
 
I became a Knight for two reasons.  The first reason 

is that while many ministries do something, the 
Knights do many things.  The second is that I knew 
with all of the things we do for our Parish, our com-

munity, and our brothers, I knew I would be able to 
use whatever talents and abilities I have.  Since joining 
the Knights, I have reinforced this belief. As a person 

who usually hasnõt òfit in,ó I was able to become one 
of you, and, wonder of wonders, you have honored 

me by selecting me as your Chancellor.  As Iõve of-

ten said òwhoõd have thunk it.ó  I have seen many 
Brothers with varying degrees of abilities, and dis-
abilities, find a way to be an Apostle.  I feel no other 

Catholic organization or ministry can provide the 
sheer opportunity that we do to facilitate this.  If
